Are You Prepared For Severe Weather?

Spring is right around the corner bringing warmer
weather, green grass, and the increased threat of severe
weather. April is Tornado Awareness Month and Wylie
Fire Rescue, along with other local,

When severe weather is forecast, stay tuned to your local

radio and broadcast news channels for updates on rapidly

changing conditions. Remember, outdoor warning sirens
are not intended for those indoors.

Knowing and understanding the
difference between “Watch” and
“Warning” can save your life. A watch
is issued when the conditions are

right for the event to occur. A warning
means the weather event is happening
now. It is critical to remember when a
severe thunderstorm warning is issued, a
tornadoes can form rapidly under the a
right conditions, with little warning.
When a tornado warning is issued, take
action: a tornado is on the ground.

Sirens are designed to only warn

people who are outside or in very close
proximity to a siren. Do not solely rely
on sirens to alert you of severe weather.

Severe weather can strike at any time
throughout the year. The Dallas area
has been hit with tornadic activity in
September and even February. Always
be prepared. Keep your emergency kit
supplied and up to date, have a plan
in place, purchase a weather radio,
sign up for NIXLE, be vigilant, and
maintain situational awareness when
storms are in the area.

Plan in advance and discuss with your

family a designated place of shelter in your home. Look
for the most structurally sound interior room, most often

a bathroom. When a tornado warning is issued, everyone
should immediately know what to do and where to go
without hesitation. The City of Wylie does not have a
designated public tornado shelter. If you live in a structure
you feel is not safe, plan ahead with family and friends to
find shelter that is sturdy and quickly accessible.

Put together an emergency kit and store it in your
designated shelter; you will not have time to gather items
when a storm hits. For tips on what to include in your kit,
go to www.ready.gov, or www.listo.gov for the Spanish
version. Pack items according to your family’s needs. Do
you have special items for babies/small children, elderly
and pets? For info on items to pack for your pets, go to
www.ready.gov/animals.

To stay informed of severe weather, Wylie Fire Rescue
encourages you to purchase a weather radio and sign up
for NIXLE Emergency Alerts. A weather radio provides
constant updates and has battery backup so you will
continue to receive warnings even if the power goes out.
NIXLE is the emergency messaging alert system used by
the City of Wylie to inform residents of impending severe
weather via text message, email, or both. Simply text your
zip code to 888777; go to NIXLE.com,; or click the red sign-
up button on the home page of WylieTexas.gov.
