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The four-person, best-ball scramble is open to the public. The $75 entry fee includes 18
holes of championship golf, a cart, unlimited range balls, use of the practice putting and
chipping areas, event contests, and an awards dinner.

In 2004, the first NFFF Memorial Golf Tournament was held. Now in its 11th year, the
NFFF tournament includes 22 regional golf tournaments across the country. Wylie Fire
Rescue’s tournament is the only one in Texas. In 2014, WFR raised $6,450 support of the
NFFF programs; nationwide, tournaments netted $346,500.
