A 29-year-old man shot and killed

aman after arguing over a pair of sun-
glasses, police said.

Nicholas Jeremiah Jackson, 29,
has been chargedwithmurder in con-
nection with the slaying of 32-year-
old Ronald Wyatt last week. Jackson
shot Wyatt several times with a shot-
gun Fridaymorning in the 1400 block
of Stafford Drive, Fort Worth police
Officer TamaraPena said.

Wyatt was sitting in a vehicle
parked in front of Jackson’s house
when the men got into an argument
over a pair of sunglasses Jackson sold
Wyatt. Wyatt died at the scene from
multiple gunshotwounds, Pena said.

Jackson is in the Tarrant County
jail in lieu of $150,000bail.

The Texas Commission on Envi-
ronmental Quality onWednesday ap-
proved a $2,451,984 penalty against
ExideTechnologies for violations at its
Frisco plant.

The commission approved the
agreed enforcement order that not
only penalizes the company for haz-
ardous waste violations but also sets
the course for some of the cleanup at
the contaminated site.

As part of the agreement, Exide
will be required to post financial as-
surance of $1.8 million for the esti-
mated closure and post-closuremoni-
toring of theClass 2 landfill. The land-
fill will be contained on site.

The agreement must still be ap-
proved by the U.S. bankruptcy court,
which is overseeing Exide’s Chapter 11
case.

According to Exide’s court filing,
$150,000of thepenaltywill be paid as
a post-petition administrative ex-
pense of the bankruptcy estate. The
remaining $2.3 million will become a
general unsecured claim as part of the
bankruptcy case. It’s unclear how
much of that penalty Exide will ulti-
mately pay.
