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RECAP: Author facing
another felony charge

Best-selling sports author Jim
Dent faces a new felony charge.

The 62-year-old Dent was indicted
May 7 in Williamson County on a
charge of bail jumping and failure to
appear. The new charge was recorded
Tuesday at the Collin County Deten-
tion Center, where Dent has been held
since Feb. 15.

The indictment on the third-de-
gree felony charge stems from Dent’s
failure to appear at his sentencing
hearing in February 2014. He had
pleaded guilty to driving while in-
toxicated after crashing into a toll-
booth along State Highway 45 in
Austin on Jan. 18, 2012.

The charge is the latest legal trou-
ble for the author of such sports books
as The Junction Boys and Twelve
Mighty Orphans. Dent has10 DWI
convictions that span four states and
more than 30 years.
