Community leaders have adopted
acharter and bylaws for the Denton
County Behavioral Health Leadership
Team, which aims to improve the
accessibility and quality of local ser-
vices for people with mental illness.

Former Denton City Council
member Joe Mulroy, who agreed to
serve as the team’s co-chairman for
the first year, told fellow appointees
what he thought success would look
like — a person or family in crisis
could “call a single phone number and
we didn’t let go until their life was put
back together.”

The quasi-governmental group
will meet monthly for at least the next
six months.

Until recently, Denton County had
the lowest per capita funding for
mental health services in the state,
and Texas was near the bottom in
funding in the nation.

The team’s next meeting, which is
open to the public, is Sept. 17 at Unit-
ed Way of Denton County, 1314 Teas-
ley Lane.
