$500,000 grant from the Collin County
Parks and Open Space Program, which
will be used for 6,700 additional linear
feet of12-foot-wide concrete hike andbike
trail in theEastMeadowof theWylieMu-
nicipalComplex.

The East Meadow trail will connect
with the trail that opened earlier this year,
also funded by a Collin County Parks and
Open Space grant. Together, they will
form a loop of almost twomiles. Included
will be a pedestrian bridge, parking lot off
of Brown Street, solar trail lighting, litter
receptacles, trail benches and trail signage
andmarkings.

“We are grateful for the support of our
county officials and for their partnership
as we work to provide even more ameni-
ties for thecitizens inourcommunity,” said
Mayor Eric Hogue. “This will be a true
benefit, promoting wellness and healthy
living.”

The trail system’s closeproximity to the
Municipal Complex provides opportuni-
ties to create programs and activities that
incorporate the Smith Library and Wylie
RecreationCenter.
