“They live here,” she said, “sowhen
people come to visit, the people are
their guests, their personalities are in
place, they don’t have any stress levels
at all.”

Human visitors pay $5 to spend30
minutes inside,where they can relax
andplaywith the cats or bring some
work or a book, perhaps choosing to
adopt.

Freed said they decidednot to offer
foodwhen they leased space close to
the food court, but visitors can bring
snacks.

Freed said after less than amonth
in business, the café gets 40 to 70
visitors a day.

Itworkswith several local shelters

that provide the cats, and an average
of about seven aweekhave foundnew
homes.
