In 1912, Collin County ar-
chitect William Stone built
Stonehaven for his new bride,
CharlotteHoward.

Now the Stone family
house — built using tech-
niques from architectural pat-
tern books andStone’s study of
architect Frank Lloyd Wright
—will bemoved and restored.

Developers, city officials
and the Wylie Historical Soci-
ety have been working togeth-
er to preserve Stonehaven
ahead of the planned Stone

Ranch development. Officials
want to turn the structure into
a meeting place and museum
for the historical society.

“We are very, very excited,”
city planner Renae Ollie said.
“And it seems like the council
was very excited to keep that
house.”

Stonehavenwas built in the
style of a 20th-century bunga-
low. The house has been a re-
corded Texas Historic Land-
mark since 1992.

The 38 acres at the inter-
section of South Ballard Ave-
nue and Alanis Drive were
originally issued to the Stone
family in 1850.

Wylie has a number of his-
torical buildings, including
some in the downtown historic
district. But Wylie Historical
Society President Jon Lewis
notes that several historical
buildings were damaged or
destroyed. Charlotte Stoekle,
the house’s owner, and the city
have been eager to preserve the
house.

Wylie has a shorter list of
historical properties thanother
area communities, Lewis said.

“What’s left is what we
have,” he said.

Park planned
Plano-based Douglas Prop-

erties is developing Stone
Ranch with Stoekle. Proposals
call for 145 lots on the 38 acres
just south of downtown Wylie.
The development is expected
to incorporate the site’s history
and the historic house in its
overall theme.

Stone Ranch will be sur-
rounded by similar single-fam-
ily homes in the Westwind

Meadows subdivision to the
north and the Southplace Es-
tates to the east.

Because Alanis Drive is go-
ing to be widened, Stonehaven
must be moved north about
400 feet, across from Wylie
Fire Station No. 1, according to
developer JimDouglas.

The land it will sit onwill be
legally separated from the sub-
division, but developers plan to

incorporate it into a planned
1.87-acre park at the entrance
to the subdivision. A hiking
trail and small parking lot also
are planned.

Stone Ranch’s future home-
owners association will be re-
sponsible for maintaining the
park, Douglas said. The ar-
rangement is similar to other
subdivisions in the city. Offi-
cials are still working to final-

ize who will be responsible for
maintaining Stonehaven.

Wylie’s parks and recre-
ation board approved a con-
ceptual plan for the parkland
dedication on Monday, fol-
lowed by City Council approval
of rezoning.

Stonehaven presents a par-
ticular opportunity, city offi-
cials have said.

“The house portion of the

parkland dedication for this
project is very unique, and it
will probably take some addi-
tionalmeetings towork out the
details,” said Robert Diaz, su-
perintendent of the parks de-
partment.

Lewis says the city is
looking at whether the home
can be used by the Historical
Society as both a museum and
ameeting place. TheHistorical
Society would stage the house
to a particular period of histo-
ry. In addition to holding
meetings at the house, Lewis
said it would be open to the
public and students at times to
help them learn about the past.

“It’s something that we can
utilize as a group,” he said.

The work ahead
City staff and developers

have worked out an agreement
to have Douglas Properties
move the house, and that could
include restoration work when
the relocation happens, Ollie
said.

“The hope is that they’re go-
ing to restore it, putting in

some new wiring and plumb-
ing so that it’s already ready for
the Wylie Historical Society to
occupy,” she said.

Two burglary suspects, in-
cluding a man believed to be
behind a rash of evening home
break-ins in Plano and other
cities, were arrested Friday
night during a multi-agency
operation in Coppell, police
said Saturday.

Corey Lee
Caldwell, 42, is
in the Carroll-
ton city jail on
a charge of
burglary of
habitation,
said David Til-
ley, a Plano po-
lice spokes-

man. Authorities believe it’s
likely he is the “Evening Bur-
glar” behind at least 20 break-
ins committedbetween6and9
p.m. in Plano and neighboring
cities in recent months, Tilley

said. Bail hadnot been set.
The second suspect, identi-

fied by KXAS-TV (NBC5) as
60-year-old Winston Riden,
faces the same charge.

Pursuing a lead, Plano, Dal-
las and Coppell police and the
Texas Department of Public
Safety arrested the two during
a residential burglary about
7:30p.m. Friday, Tilley said.

Tilley said that though
Caldwell is a strong suspect in
the string of evening burglar-
ies, authorities continue to
work the case.

“Based on that initial lead
and our operation and the
M.O. that was used on the bur-
glary when we caught him, we
think there is a good chance
that it could be him,” he said.

Plano Police Chief Gregory
W. Rushin praised the hard
work by detectives who made
Friday’s arrests.

“Criminals sometimes go
from city to city to avoid detec-
tion and arrest, so police de-
partments must work closely
together,”Rushin said in awrit-
ten statement. “All police agen-

cies in the Dallas-Fort Worth
area share information and co-
ordinate efforts to collectively

keep their communities safe.
This case is an example of that
inter-agency partnership.”
