TexasHealthPresbyterianPlano
again has beendesignated as a “Baby-
Friendly”Hospital byBaby-Friendly
USA Inc., a global initiative led by the
WorldHealthOrganization and

The designationmeans that Texas
HealthPlanohasmaintained distinct
high standards of care for breast-
feeding families, andhas carried out
advocacy, education andpolicywork
supporting andpromoting the bene-
fits of breastfeeding.

There are currently14 other desig-
nated hospitals inTexas— including
eight TexasHealth hospitals—and
only 326 “Baby-Friendly” hospitals in
theUnited States.

RECAP:Vaccineratewon’t
bereleased,districtsays

If Plano ISDparentswant to know
howmany students at their child’s
school aren’t vaccinated, like the child
who camedownwith themeasles at
Schell Elementary, the district isn’t
saying.

Texas law says parentswhowant to
opt out of vaccines can citemedical
reasons or “reasons of conscience,
including a religious belief.” Someone
on each campus, generally the school
nurse,maintains a list so those stu-
dents can be quickly identified by
public health officials.

That happened at Schell earlier
thismonthwhen theCollinCounty
epidemiologist got confirmation that
a student had contracted themeasles.
JawaidAsghar said lastweek that he
had contacted the school andhas
beenmonitoring the unvaccinated
students.

TheDallasMorningNews asked
the district howmany students at
Schell, or any other Plano ISD school,
hadnot been vaccinated andhowa
parent could get that data. The dis-
trict responded that it could not pro-
vide the information about Schell
“due to restrictions regarding student

confidentiality under the Family
EducationRights andPrivacyAct
(FERPA).”

Councilagreestotimeline
forbuildingnewcityhall

TheCity Council took a step closer
to building a new city hall by agreeing
to a timeline that could put it on the
nextmajor bond election, likely in
2020.

During the council’s retreatwith
the senior staff Thursday,members
switched to a briefwork session in the
late afternoon to give direction on the
staff proposal.

Talk of a newmunicipal complex
emerged at the group’s January 2014
retreat, although it didn’t getmuch
tractionwith the council then. The
current CityHall has been in use since
1969.

During the last round of budget
hearings, the council agreed to hire a
consultant. For an estimated
$84,000, a consultantwould look at
how the city uses its buildings and

whether there are betterways tomake
themost of the space it has.

SethMorgan, a graduate of the
University ofNorthTexas and a long-
timeDenton resident, has beenwork-
ing to open a brewery for about two
years. A homebrewer for the past11
years and a beer fanatic since his time
inEngland in the1990s, he hopes to
openDentonCBCby the end of the
year.

TheCity Council voted last July to
change zoning codes for businesses
that brewbeer commercially,mean-
ing breweries could come to the heart
of downtown. Before the zoning

change, only one brewery existed in
Denton:Audacity BrewHouse,which
opened inOctober 2014 onShady
OaksDrive.

Morgan’s companynowhas space
at 200E.McKinney St., right next to
craft beer bottle and growler shop the
BeardedMonk and across the street
fromCityHall.

TheTABCpermit is expected to be
approved inAugust, whichmeans
Morgan can start brewing his home
recipes in industrial equipment,
whichwill take a fewmonths. Ideally,
the brewerywill be openbyChrist-
mas, he said.

A committee of residents is rec-
ommending that the city conduct a
bond election this year with $93.1
million worth of projects on the bal-
lot.

Led by former Mayor Joe Farmer,
the committee outlined its proposal
at a City Council meeting Tuesday.
Council members heard a presenta-
tion but didn’t take action.

The projects would be part of a
seven-year capital improvements
program, according to the commit-
tee’s report.

Committee members solicited in-
put from other residents. More than
100 people participated in a series of
meetings.

The committee recommends $16.1
million for public facilities (a library
expansion), $23.8 million for streets
and drainage, $27 million for parks
and recreation, $24.4 million for
public safety and $1.8 million for
public art.

“Given the city’s advance toward
residential build out, the proposals
contained in this report represent a
variety of necessary projects that en-
hance Allen’s quality of life through-
out the entire community,” the com-

mittee wrote in its report.
Allen is home to about 94,000

people.
If the council were to put those

proposals on the ballot and voters ap-
proved them, the city’s tax rate would
go up by less than half a cent. The
current rate is 53 cents per $100 val-
uation.

Council members appointed the
citizen steering committee. In addi-
tion to Farmer, members also includ-
ed George Chrisman, Craig Gillis,
Kathy Litinas, Chris Schulmeister
andMary Vail-Grube.
